Everyone there should
remain in shelter and not venture into the eye.

2. Life-threatening storm surge and dangerous
hurricane-force winds are expected along portions of
the Florida east coast and Georgia coast, regardless
of the exact track of Dorian's center. Water levels
could begin to rise well in advance of the arrival of
strong winds. Residents in these areas should follow
advice given by local emergency officials.

3. The risk of life-threatening storm surge and
hurricane-force winds continues to increase along the
coasts of South Carolina and North Carolina. Residents
in these areas should follow advice given by local
emergency officials.

4. Heavy rains, capable of producing life-threatening
flash floods, are expected over northern portions of

the Bahamas and coastal sections of the Southeast and
lower Mid-Atlantic regions of the United States into
Friday.
