Upon approval, the U.S. Department of Commerce requires that all Award

(RAR). Grants Online enforces this business rule by routing all actions
through the RAR(s) after approval by the sponsoring Federal agency.

A change to an organization’s DUNS Number during the award period will
result in termination of the award. Therefore it is imperative that changes
to the DUNS Number be discussed with your Grants Officer prior to making
any modifications.
