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Abstract:

During the MC 252 Deepwater Horizon Response, the Controlled In-Situ Burn group conducted 411
controlled burns between April 28" and August 3™ 2010. These burns were authorized within the
specified and approved CISB Burn Area; typically within 3 to 8 miles of the Mississippi Canyon 252 oil
spill source.

Purpose:

The data shows the locations and estimated volume of oil for each burn for the duration of the DWH
Response. However, not every burn has complete information like location or burn volume as some data
was not captured. This information is noted the comments field.

Supplemental Information:

This data was recorded by the Offshore Opperations branch during the Deepwater Response. Following
the response BP and technical experts compiled the data for a number of after action reports. This data
was shared to the ERMA team through the IREQ process for display in ERMA. The ERMA team verified
the data against burn data received during the response for quality assurance.
